NEW WATER STORAGE TANK COMPLETED
ON WARM SPRINGS MESA

BOISE, ID, June 29, 2011 — United Water Idaho announced today that its new water tank
serving the Warm Springs Mesa in Boise is complete and is now on-line. The 600,000-gallon
reservoir at the top of East Boulder Heights Drive serves nearly 400 customers on the Mesa.

Work began with the demolition of the more than 40-year-old storage facility in late January, and
a temporary, 32,000-gallon tank was installed to serve Mesa residents. United Water's
contractor on the project, McAlvain Construction, was able to complete the project ahead of
schedule and on budget.

“We're pleased to be able to bring this critical facility on-line ahead of schedule,” said Scott
Rhead, United Water Idaho Director of Engineering. “We appreciate the patience of the Mesa
residents, and also thank them for practicing wise water use during construction. We never
experienced the loss of pressure to the neighborhoods, and that’s due in part to the weather,
but also because of the cooperation and understanding of the residents.”

The concrete storage facility is the same size as the previous one, which had reached the end
of its useful lifespan. Crews completed a five-day leak test on the tank on Monday, and the
facility passed all water quality tests, allowing it to be put in service.

Rhead noted that customers should experience improved water quality, pressure and reliability
with the new tank. Crews will continue to clean the construction site and will install landscaping
in the coming months.
